respond to medical emergencies e conduct community preparedness
suppress small fires programs

light search and rescue e help rescue injured or trapped animals
evacuation traffic control e wellness checks during pandemics
firefighter rehabilitation during e staff and support emergency

major wildfires evacuation centers

Who can join? Everyone! There are no physical, language, or citizenship
requirements! There are roles for everyone of any age 15-99+.

e Can’t stand for long periods? Volunteer to register evacuees at Citrus
Fairgrounds Emergency Shelter

e Want to volunteer while evacuated? Remotely manage volunteer database
and provide emergency alerts to residents.

e Do you communicate in Spanish? We have full CERT training in
Spanish language!
